3. Open Period

KF requested an update on the LLCA as he had been away and JS responded. CH asked KF to chase up the volunteers for completion of the LLCA and also to establish which volunteers were prepared to assist with the Village Character Assessment in case there was a need to recruit more.

JA explained that as the Roseland was being used as a pilot the volunteers should be prepared to provide feedback on the process to June Crossland

6. Chairman’s Report of 11th April 2014
JS requested comments – DH expressed disappointment at the lack of response from stakeholders. To his enquiry regarding large land owners/estates JS reported only response from Tregothnan. All present were disappointed by the lack of response from the National Trust despite several opportunities. KF offered to investigate locally and DS suggested should go higher in organisation as must be other areas with Plans. JS responded to CW enquiry regarding Toby Ashworth at The Nare Hotel and Tim Light of King Harry Ferry. JS advised one response from schools – Veryan – who were supportive. JA reported written responses from Natural England and St Mawes and St Just Society. All hoped for a better response during the 6 week consultation period.

7. Finance Report

8. Secretary’s Report
JA explained the need for Procedure records and an Evidence base to support the Plan and also that he and SW were checking for where there were gaps and would shortly be chasing the relevant people. He stressed the need for efficient distribution of correspondence and particularly the latest letter regarding Q2 results. He also explained that unlike previous distribution which was only to those on the electoral roll the emphasis now was to get the message to all households. JS offered to establish the most appropriate lists of properties. DH offered to check the distribution situation in Ruan Lanihorne.
9. Drafting the Roseland Plan
JA passed round Draft 11 of the Plan to enable the SG to see the format and he explained about the additional documents – appendices, annex documents and probably the Design Guide. He then talked through the diagrams – Community Views to Objectives, Objectives to Policies and Process for Defining Policies and the only question came from DH regarding protecting woodland and wildlife areas.

JS then explained the Policies and Projects diagram.

CH circulated a diagram entitled Design Guide Overview and explained the various aspects and the process so far.

JS reported on his talk with Julian German who had suggested having design policies within the Plan but referring to a separate evolving Design Guide. This document needs more detail and help from the community to become hamlet/village specific.
The reports on progress with the Plan were well received by the SG and CW commented that this was a potentially very valuable document and an excellent tool for Parish councils.

JA explained that copies of the draft Plan would be printed and circulated to SG members prior to the May SG meeting together with some form of Design Guide. Copies would also be provided to Parish councillors

CHAIRMANS REPORT 11 APRIL 2014
1. This report covers the period 15 March 2014 to 11 April 2014 inclusive.

2. During this period the management team held seven meetings: 17, 24, 25, 28, 31 March, 3 and 7 April. 

3. Jon Smith, Colin Hastings and John Adams have been present at all MT meetings. Sue Wagstaff has attended five meetings. In addition the following Steering Group members have attended some meetings: David Hubbard (3 meetings), Graham Webb (2 meetings), Paul Mace and Brian Willis (1 meeting each). The MT invited the following to attend meetings so that the plan could benefit from their professional expertise: Geoff Pring, Philip Martin and Mark Datson. The meetings on 25 and 28 March were with Sarah Arden, Principal Planning Policy Officer with Cornwall Council and two of her colleagues, Nick Marsden and Dan Nicholls who provided specialist advice on affordable housing and renewable energy.

4. Roseland Online and Roseland Magazine. We have continued to place articles in the magazine with identical copy being placed on Roseland Online. Similar material was also circulated by email and put on Facebook.  

5. www.roselandplan.org Work continues to regularly update the site. The written comments from Q2 are now available on the site and have been displayed by Parish so that people can easily find what they wrote.  

6. John Adams and Sue Wagstaff have finalised the results of Q2. A letter has been produced detailing the results of the questionnaire and circulated to the parish representatives for distribution.      

7. Work has continued on the draft plan. There will be a full update as an agenda item at the Steering Group meeting to be held on 16 April which will provide an opportunity for questions and discussion. The MT would like to record their thanks to David Hubbard and Graham Webb for their contribution to this task. 

8. Local Landscape Character Assessment. The second workshop took place on 17 March and the review meeting on 29 March. The first phase of this work is almost completed and we are awaiting further meetings to begin to finalise the project and complete Village Character Assessments.

9. Parish Council Meetings. The Chairman attended and made reports at the following meetings: Veryan 17 March, Ruan Lanihorne 20 March, Gerrans 1 April and St Just-in-Roseland on 7 April. 

10. Consultation with local businesses and “stakeholders”. The response to this has been disappointing. The Chairman will provide a report so that we can finalise this activity.
